Grand High Priest’s Message 

 
Dear Companions: 
 
“Holiness to the Lord!"  These words can be found on my Grand High Priest pin for this 

Capitular Year.  I promise to reveal bits and pieces of the symbolism contained in this pin as the year 
progresses. All maps are oriented North up and this pin as a map to its higher meaning is no different!   

 
Another of my important messages this year is to emphasize how we as Royal Arch Masons 

are the “Keepers of the Original and Advanced Light”.  Before the lessons of the Hiramic legend 
occurred, Masters or Overseers of the Work were able to travel and work in foreign countries by use 
of a ‘Master’s Word’ in order to receive sufficient wages to support themselves and families.  When 
the ‘Master’s Word’ became lost, no one could travel for a time because they didn’t have the 
password!  The standard mode of travel for long distances in ancient times was by ship and the most 
likely owners were the Phoenicians.  So, it is very likely that “Yonder” in the Harbor at Joppa was a 
Phoenician trading vessel?!    

 
The fundamental set up of any Masonic Lodge is to provide a place to conduct ‘civil discourse’ 

wherein brethren can dwell together in harmony and there discover who best can work and who best 
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can agree without fear of reprisal or unwarranted arrest!  We as Royal Arch Masons have use of this 
environment with the addition of our advanced knowledge and therefore have a clear responsibility to 
use our lessons in order to make Better Men Great!
